NEW CONSTRUCTION 
 
Utah Industrial Depot is pleased to 
announce that Conestoga Wood 
Specialties Company of East Earl, 
Pennsylvania has begun their building 
project at James Way and Industrial 
Loop Road.

The facility will be about 120,000 square 
feet of new space for the manufacture of 
wood cabinet doors.

As for the physical construction, Ascent 
Contractors from North Salt Lake have 
the general construction contract, and 
are diligently working for a very early 
2007 startup at the plant.  They are 
grading, pouring concrete, raising steel 
structures, and preparing to install 
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utilities and other pre-frost sensitive 
requirements.  UID is currently 
working on the off site utility package, 
as well as required approvals and 
testing.  Tooele City has been most 
beneficial in the overall process by 
providing fast review of drawings, a 
quick turnaround for construction 
approvals, and timely inspections.  It 
is very difficult in today’s construction 
market to have all required and 
desired approvals come together in a 
timely window.  Tooele City does an 
outstanding job to insure most of 

these occurrences are delivered as 
promised. 
 
Conestoga Wood Specialties will be 
an outstanding neighbor in the Tooele 
community.  They have an excellent 
track record in each of the 
Pennsylvania cities in which they now 
operate.

COMMUNICATION INFRASTRUCTURE 
INSTALLATION, PHASE III  
 
Continuing with our commitment to 
infrastructure upgrading, we have 
added new communication copper 
lines (600 pair) along Lodestone 
Way, to the west and are currently 
in the process of  completing 
installation of additional copper 
(400 Pair) along Kernite Street, to 
the east.  
 
The new lines installed along 
Lodestone Way are designed to 
service our dock high 90,000 
square foot buildings, as well as 

support new build-to-suit tenants to 
the west of Lodestone Way. These 
new lines will support the 
requirements of our newest park 
owners, Conestoga Wood 
Specialties, located at 600 N. 
Industrial Loop Road. Additional 
support for our new neighbors 
requires that we add to our current 
inventory of fiber optics service for 
their needs. 
 
We are on schedule to complete 
the installation and cut-over by the 
first week of October. We will 
contact all of our tenants in the 
affected areas to schedule 
switching and testing to the new 
lines. 
 
We appreciate your patience and 
cooperation to make this a smooth 
transition for the benefit of all.  

 
Industrial Market Conditions along 
the Wasatch Front 
 
We have been in over our heads at 
the Depot this year with the increase 

in sale transactions, a marked 
change from last year’s record.  
While last year was an exceptional 
time for leasing, we have out-
performed ourselves with sales this 

year. Last year, leasing drove the 
majority of our work with only one sale. 
In contrast, this year we have had five 
sales and expect to close another three 
by year’s end, with our leasing lagging 
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behind last year’s record number. 
Apparently, sales have driven the 
market because of the higher lease 
rates, coupled with lack of quality land 
in Salt Lake County.  The leasing has 
lagged due to the lack of smaller 
spaces available at the Depot and in 
Tooele County.  
 
As stated in my last article, we no 
longer have spaces under 10,000 
square feet available, and the cost to 
spec a building for smaller bays is not 
financially practical.   This lack of 
smaller space has resulted in 
adjustments in how we lease our 
smaller spaces including the rates.   

General industrial market conditions 
along the Wasatch Front couldn’t 
be any better. Depending on which 
commercial firm you ask, the 
vacancy rate ranges from 6% to 
6.5%. The market can’t go much 
below this because most of the 
vacancy at this rate is functionally 
obsolete, lacking curb appeal or 
has deferred maintenance issues. 
 
At low vacancy rates like this in any 
given market, developers see an 
opportunity and begin to build spec 
buildings; and that is exactly what 
you see along the Wasatch Front.  
Also at a vacancy this low, lease 

rates and sale prices begin an upward 
movement.  We have seen it in the Salt 
Lake market and we are seeing it here 
at the Depot as well.  We have just gone 
through a rate adjustment in buildings, 
lease rates, sale prices and land prices.
